Her gifts and
graces in ministry will be a great asset to our church and to the Kingdom of God. Her beginning title will be
Director of Outreach and Discipleship Ministries.

I say ‘her beginning tifle’ because Tori will be entering the candidacy process this summer by attending the
Texas Annual Conference Candidacy Summit in Navasota at Camp Allen. We anticipate that next year
when Tori becomes a Certified Candidate, she will be appointed by Bishop Huie as our Associate Pastor.

It was fifteen years ago in the Spring of 1995 that
the Intercessory Prayer Ministry was born. It began
with a handful of prayer warriors which met weekly
in the Church Parlor to pray for the recent prayer
requests. Later a side-ministry evolved whereby
“nofes of encouragement” were mailed out
(when specified) to those being prayer for. Almost
half of the requests received, now ask for these
personal notes to be sent. At the turn of this cen-
tury our church web site began offering “prayer
request” opportunities to the internet audiences.
Today we receive many requests beyond our city
& state and periodically from foreign countries.
Our prayer team has grown through the years as
the Holy Spirit is contfinually calling new servants
into this ministry. Over 7,000 prayer requests have
been submitted during the ministry’s tenure. Sev-
eral of the pioneering members confinue to serve
an active role. Each Monday a host of Prayer
Partners gather at the Church to pray and after-
wards throughout the week every prayer partner
privately prays daily for each request.
